Check the extinguisher to make sure it is the appropriate type to extinguish the fire, P-pull the pin, A – aim the extinguisher at the near edge and bottom of the fire, S – squeeze the handle to discharge the extinguisher, and S – sweep the extinguisher from side to side.  At all times, stay a safe distance from the fire to avoid personal injury.
